e Drones played on the cello and viola as introduction.

e Monica sings first verse at the end of which drones are repeated. Dan sings a verse with the
first violin playing the melody.

e Drones repeated which leads to Monica and Dan sharing verse with Julie finishing the song.

Activities

Raise hands each time a drone pattern occurs.
Raise hands when Monica or Dan sing.

Raise hands when Julie ends the song.
